BACKGROUND:

The No Child Left Behind Act of 2001 (NCLB) reauthorizes the Elementary
and Secondary Education Act of 1965 (ESEA). One purpose of NCLB isto
close the achievement gap, by providing al children the opportunity to obtain
a high-quality education that will enable them to meet state standards. The
purpose of the Migrant Education Program (MEP) is to support high quality
and comprehensive education programs for migrant children in order to
reduce the educational disruption and other problems that result from repeated
MOoVes.

ELIGIBILITY AND IDENTIFICATION:

A child is considered “migrant” if the parent or guardian is a migratory
worker in the agricultural, dairy, lumber, packing, and fishery industries
whose family has moved during the past three years. A “qualifying” move
can range from moving school district boundaries or from one state to another
for the purpose of finding temporary or seasonal employment. Eligibility is
established through an interview conducted by a Migrant Education recruiter.

School personnel should not attempt to determine the eligibility of students,
but rather assure adequate distribution of the “Family Questionnaire” to
parents and guardians.

IDENTIFYING STUDENTS AND PUBLICIZING THE MIGRANT
EDUCATION FAMILY QUESTIONNAIRE:

Principals should assign an administrative staff member who:
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Publicize clearly determined procedures that ensure all parents and guardians
are aware of and have access to the Migrant Education Family Questionnaire
in English (Attachment A) or Spanish (Attachment B).

e Ensure that migrant students are identified via the Family Questionnaire
by including it in the enrollment packets.

e Collect and returned Family Questionnaires to the Migrant Education
Office
